2. Notwithstanding the provisions of —
(i) the Regulation of Wages (Building, Construction, Exploration and 

Quarrying Industries) Order,
(ii) the Regulation of Wages (Wholesale and Retail Distributive Traders)

Order,
(iii) the Regulation of Wages (Manufacturing, Service and Repair 

Trades) Order,
(iv) the Regulation of Wages (Hotel, Catering and Entertainment Trades) 

Order, and
(v) the Regulation of Wages (Garage, Motor Trade and Road Transport) 

Order,
the basic minimum wages to be paid to employees in the trades or 
industries listed under paragraph 3 shall be as indicated in relation 
thereto, and the Orders mentioned herein shall be deemed to be 
amended accordingly.

3. The new minimum wages for the trades and industries listed in the first 
column hereunder are as indicated in the corresponding second column —
