directly or indirectly interested in a private capacity is the subject of consideration, 
the member shall, as soon as practicable after the commencement of the 
meeting, disclose such interest and shall not, unless the Committee otherwise 
directs, take part in any consideration or discussion of, or vote on, any question 
touching on the matter,

(2) A disclosure of interest made under subregulation (1) shall be recorded 
in the minutes of the meeting at which it is made.

(3) Where a member fails to disclose his or her interest in accordance with 
subregulation (1) and a decision by the Committee is made benefitting such 
member or an immediate family member of the member, such decision shall 
be void to the extent that it benefits such member or immediate family member 
of the member.

(4) A member who fails to comply with subregulation (1) commits an offence 
and is liable to a fine not exceeding P2,000 or for a term of imprisonment not 
exceeding six months, or to both.

18. (1) A member of the Committee and any other person assisting the 
Committee shall observe and preserve the confidentiality of all matters coming 
before the Committee, and such confidentiality shall subsist even after the 
termination of their terms of office or their mandates.

(2) Any member or any person to whom confidential information is revealed 
through working with the Committee shall not disclose that information to any 
other person unless he or she is required to do so in terms of any written law or 
for purposes of any judicial proceedings.

(3) A member or any other person who contravenes this regulation commits an 
offence and is liable to a fine not exceeding P2,000 or for a term of imprisonment 
not exceeding six months, or to both.

Part V — Miscellaneous Provisions

19. An assessment of the performance of the Committee shall —

(a) be initiated by the Chairperson of the Committee once in every two 
years;

(b) be conducted on a self-assessment basis unless the Minister otherwise 
determines; and

(c) in the case of an external assessment of the operations of the Committee, 
be sanctioned by the Committee with the approval of the Permanent 
Secretary in the Ministry of Finance and Development Planning.
