SCHEDULE

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by section 50 (1) of the Local Government Act, and
with the approval of the Minister of Local Government and Rural Development, the Central

District Council hereby makes the following Bye-laws —

1. These Bye-Laws may be cited as the Central District Council (Livestock
Control) (Amendment) Bye-Laws, 2016.

2. The Bye-Laws are amended in bye-law 2, by substituting for the definition
of “poultry” the following new definition —
““poultry” means any fowl, turkey, goose, duck, chicken, peacock, pigeon or

other domestic or captive bird under human control.”.

3. The Bye-Laws are amended by inserting immediately after bye-law 3,

the following new bye-law —

“Power to 3A. An authorised officer may seize and detain in any Council
g?;.;y stray chicken run or enclosure, any poultry found astray or at large

in a village.”.

4, The Bye-Laws are amended by substituting for bye-law 6, the following

new bye-law —
“Bees and 6. A person shall not keep any bees or poultry so as to disturb
poultry the comfort of the inhabitants of the village area.”.

5. The Bye-Laws are amended by substituting for bye-law 7, the following
new bye-law —

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6. The Bye-Laws are amended by mserting immediately after bye-law 8,
the following new bye-law —

“Claiming
of BA(1)
poultry

A person entitled to take possession of any poultry placed in a
chicken run or enclosure established in accordance with these
Bye-Laws may, within seven days of being notified in writing
by the Council, claim such poultry on payment of a fee set out in
the Schedule.

(2) Any pouliry placed in a chicken run or enclosure that
remains uncollected under subbye-law (1) may be sold by the
Council by public auction.

(3) Any person who removes or attempts to remove any poultry
detained under this bye-law without payment of the prescribed fee
commits an offence.”.

7. The Bye-Laws are amended by inserting immediately after bye-law 8A,
the following new bye-law —

“Records to
be kept

8B (1) An authorised officer shall keep a record of death,
injury and cause of death or injury of animals in his or her
care.

(2) Where an authorised officer fails to keep a record in
accordance with subbye-law (1), or there is falsity in the
material aspect of the record, it shall be prima facie proof that
the death or injury of the animal was due to the fault of the
authorised officer.”.

8. The Bye-Laws are amended by substituting for bye-law 10, the following
new bye-law —

“Penalties

10. Any person who contravenes the provisions of these Bye-
Laws commits an offence and is liable —

(a) toafine not exceeding P 2000, orin default of payment
thereof, to imprisonment for a term not exceeding six
months, or to both; and

(b) on a second or subsequent conviction to a fine not
exceeding P 5000, or in default of payment thereof, to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding two years, or
to both.”.

9. The Bye-Laws are amended by substituting for the Schedule the following
new Schedule —
